The department of Health and Family Welfare services in coordination with all
blood banks and NGO have drafted the action plan for collection of blood as
detailed below.

1. Mass Awareness regarding appeal for Blood Donation from Hon’ble Chief
Minister of Karnataka and Health Minister:

> To create the mass awareness in public vide publishing in local dailies and
telecast and broadcast in local media channels

» Use of e-Raktkosh portal as a single pint for maintaining record of donors as
well as providing real time information on status of current stocks of each
blood group.

> Repetitive Audio video advertisement by Celebrities.

> Create Awareness in social / Digital media such as Face Book, What’s App,
etc..

2. Create of Call Centre:

> A Dedicated call centre will be opened at 108 EMRI office with designated
telephone number 9154153920 for registration of voluntary blood donors.

» The call centre will be function from 8.00 AM to 8.00 PM.

» The call centre will be operated by Ayush doctors and Monitored by Deputy
Director (EMRI).
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3. ldentification of Blood Collection centers:

» Seventeen Blood Collection centers were identified in all five zones of

Bangalore city (East, West, North, South and central) which has all
infrastructure and human resources for blood collection.

» One Ayush Doctor will be deputed as a coordinator at each blood collection

Logistic and Human resources:

For each blood collection centers required logistics like Blood Bags, Hand
Gloves (Non Sterile), masks, hand sanitizers and Disinfectant sprayers with
disinfectant solutions will be supplied and monitored by EMRI office.

Required Blood Bank technician for each blood collection centers will be
deputed by DTO Bangalore Urban & BBMP.

Standard Operating procedure:

1. The Voluntary blood donors can call to the call centre to the designated

telephone number and request for the vehicle for commutation to the
nearest blood collection centers.

2. The vehicle will be picking the blood donor at their door step and after the
blood donation he/she will be dropped back to the same location where
he/she has picked up.

3. The phone call received by the call centre doctors will be mandatory to assess
the following details.

3. Travel History: Individuals should be deferred from donating blood for 28
days after the date of departure from a country with OVID — 19 transmissions
in the community and areas as notified by the Department time to time.

b. Contact History: Individuals should be deferred from donating blood for 28
days with the last possible close contact exposure to a person who is
confirmed / suspected case of COVID - 19 including those under Quarantine.

c. Confirmed cases: Individuals should be deferred from donating blood for 28
days till there is complete recovery from the disease including radiological
and virological clearance.

4. After the assessment by call centre doctors the vehicle will be deployed for
picking up the voluntary blood donors.

5. The Vehicle along the driver will be picking the voluntary blood donors and
should ensure that the donor should wear Gloves and mask before entering in
to the vehicle.

6. \f Multiple Voluntary blood donors are from particular area not more than 5
donors will be allowed in one vehicle.
