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SAYS DOOR TO DOOR DELIVERY OF VEGETABLES, FRUITS AND OTHER

CHANDIGARH, MARCH 26: To ensure uninterrupted supply of food articles to citizens
of country during the Covid lockdown Punjab has dispatched 50,000 Metric Tonnes
(MTs) of wheat and rice to different states through 20 special trains.
